RYLA program

Rotary Youth Leadership Award (RYLA), a co-educational program, is sponsored and conducted by Rotary District 5870 and is fully funded by the Salado Rotary Club.  This is a unique opportunity for future leaders of America, as well as the rest of the world, to learn cooperation with others, following directions, self motivation and other skills as well as making life-long friends.  Campers also include students from other Rotary Clubs inthe Central Texas area.

Applications for this camp, located at McKinney Roughs Nature Park west of Bastrop, Texas, are available from the Salado High School Counselor.  Eligible candidates are Sophomore and Junior young men and ladies and will be interviewed by local Salado Rotarians, being judged on scholarship, community/school activities and letters of recommendation from friends and teachers.  Successful recipients attend a week-long session (approximately about July 4th each year) with no access to electronic equipment such as cell-phones, play stations, or pc’s.  Activities include crafts, physical training, group activities and individual assignments for original projects.  Camp directors and counselors are pre-screened for security and safety.  Many of the counselors are themselves graduates from the RYLA program.

Alumni from previous camps have expressed the value of such an experience, not only in their current personal lives, but in their future endeavors in their careers.
